MONMOUTH BEACH SHADE TREE COMMISSION

Think Spring, Order a Tree...It may be cold outside, but the borough Shade Tree Commission is asking residents to think spring and order a quality shade tree now.  The Commission will plant a four to twelve foot tree for any resident who places an order as soon as possible.  The deadline for ordering is May 15th, 2008.
The tree may be planted within nine feet of the curb, or the same distance from where a curb would exist if the street is uncurbed (except for corner properties where different rules apply).  Trees are guaranteed for one year on condition that the purchaser notifies the Commission at the earliest possible time that he/she suspects it is dying.  The purchaser has the responsibility of watering the tree weekly, or more often,  from the time of planting into the fall, until the first deep frost.

Because of budget restrictions only one tree per household is allowed.  ONLY the following species are available: Pin Oak, Kwanzan Flowering Cherry, Japanese Black Pine, Thunder Cloud Plum, Chanticleer Pear, Crimson King Maple, October Glory Maple and Sycamore.
